Thank you for allowing the Lord to use you in the worship ministry of Harvard Avenue Baptist Church as a  

soloist/ensemble member.  Use the following guidelines as you complete the information on the front and

1. Compile a list of all vocal songs and/or instrumental pieces that you would feel confident presenting in 
morning worship.  Remember songs need to reflect the biblical admonitions found in Ephesians 5:18b-20, 

“…be filled with the Spirit, speaking to one another in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing with 

grace in your hearts to the Lord.”  Instrumental pieces work best if they are based on well-known hymns 

or worship songs.  If you are a beginner or don’t feel comfortable in a large group setting, you may desire 

to share your gift in one of our small groups or other informal group setting. 

2. Indicate on the list what kind of song or piece it is.  Use the following letters as abbreviations to help 

you describe the song and its content.  Use as many as apply.

F = fast  C = Christmas  K = keyboard   AC = adult contemporary 

M = medium E = Easter  G = guitar   TI = traditional/inspirational 

S = slow  P = Patriotic  CD = compact disc  SG = southern gospel

          CG = country gospel 

          PW = praise & worship 

          I = instrumental (which one?) 

3. Separate the list into three categories: 
Past = you have performed this title in the past (not necessarily at HABC) and could do so again with less  

than one week’s notice 

      Present = you are currently working on this title and could present with 2 weeks notice 

Future = you would like to present this title in the future, but do not currently have lyrics and/or  

accompaniment for it 

 

4. Include any other pertinent information about each piece, for example, sign language, choir backup, duet,  
etc. Please include composer and/or performer information as well, e.g. “It Is Well With My Soul” 
(Horatio Spafford/as sung by Sandi Patty).  

 

It is not necessary to have an exhaustive list of all music completed before returning.  Be as thorough as 

possible.  You may add to or delete songs from the list at any time.  Be sure to fill in the following
